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Inspiration Program – Directions

1) Double click on Inspiration icon.

2) Read, then close the clip of the day.

3) Immediately, a main idea shape will be seen in the center of the document.  This can be kept or changed.

a) There are three choices for shapes of messages: circle, rectangle or oval in the tool bar.  Click on one of the shapes.

b) To center the shape, click and drag it.

4) Click on the shape and type in the project topic: The font, size or style, can be changed, highlight by clicking at the beginning of the words and dragging mouse so that all words are highlighted.  Then click on “format” and change the font, size and/or style.

a) To change the color, click on “effect”, then “fill color.”  Click on the desired color.

b) The outside of the shape can be highlighted by a different color.  Click on “effect”, then “line color.”  Click on the desired color.

5) Click outside the shape when satisfied.  The shape will no longer be outlined in red.

6) Click directly below the topic shape just created.  In the tool bar, are many different clipart pictures.  The arrows at the top allow the topics to change.  The middle arrow will show all possible categories of clipart.  Choose a picture that fits the project and click once.  Click and drag the clipart under the topic.

a) The picture can be changed, if so desired.

7) Click on small box under the picture.  Type in a brief description of the picture.

a) The font, size or style can be changed: step 4.

8) Between the shape (topic) and the picture, create an arrow linking them by clicking on “link” at the top of the screen.  Then click once on the shape first, then once on the clipart or picture.  An arrow will point from the shape (topic) to the clipart.

a) Once again, clicking and dragging can move the shape and clipart.

b) To change the color of the arrow, click on “effect” at the top of the screen.  Then, click on “line color.”  Click on the desired color.

9) A message can be created on the arrow linking the shape (topic) and clipart if the center of the arrow is clicked.  Notice that a box appears with the cursor flashing inside the box.

a) The font, size or style can be changed: step 4.)

10) Move cursor somewhere around the centerpiece (the topic and clipart), and click.  A + sign will appear in that area.  Create the first fact.  Follow steps 3a-13 to add all the facts in an organized manner, like a web or concept map. 

11) To create subscripts and/or superscripts, like in chemical formulas, click on “format”, “font”, “more fonts”, then, “subscript” or “superscript” and “ok”. Follow the same procedure to change back to normal script.

12) Don’t forget to save the document:  “file”, “save as”, and give it a title and click on “save”. To print, click on “file” and “print”.  Determine the pages and number of copies needed and click on “ok”.

13) Don’t forget to refer to the Project Introduction ditto to ensure that all directions and answering all pertinent questions regarding the project which is being researched!
